SECOND READING:  An Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 5, 2015 Series, and Chapter 37, Section 37.31(E) Job Classifications of the Frankfort Code of Ordinances regarding Fire Department Personnel.

Purpose:  To adopt this ordinance to make a technical correction to the List of Job Classifications set forth in Ordinance No. 5, 2015 Series, and Section 37.31(E) of the City of Frankfort Code of Ordinances to reflect the proper pay grade (28) for the position of Fire Captain for those appointed after 2-23-15.  
Background: Section 37.31(E) of the City of Frankfort Code of Ordinances was amended by Ordinance No. 5, 2015 Series to eliminate the position of Fire Lieutenant, and the List of Job Classifications set forth in Section 37.31(E) was amended to reflect this change.  However, the pay grade was not changed from 30 to 28.  Accordingly, this ordinance is needed to change the paygrade for Fire Captain to 28 for those appointed after 2-23-15.

REMOVE FROM THE TABLE AND SECOND READING:  An Ordinance amending Chapter 90, Animals, Section 90.20, Pet License Required, Section 90.23, Impoundment, 90.24, Reclamation by Owner or Custodian, and 90.25, Adoption of Dog or Cat; Time Limit, of the City of Frankfort Code of Ordinances.

Purpose:    The amendment of Sections 90.20, 90.23, 90.24 and 90.25 of the City of Frankfort Code of Ordinances to adjust the fees charged to persons licensing, reclaiming and/or adopting dogs and cats, amend the time period for impounding cats, and establish a trap, neuter and release pilot program for feral cats. 

Background:  This chapter of the Frankfort Code of Ordinances is being amended to make the licensing fees for dogs and cats consistent with the fees charged by neighboring counties and humane societies, make the period of time animals must be held prior to euthanization consistent with state law and to increase the pickup fee to be paid by owners of animals that were delivered to the Humane society. Additionally, the ordinance creates a 5 year pilot trap neuter and release program to address the growing number of feral cats within the city.

FIRST READING:  An Ordinance appropriating the revenue to be received by the City of Frankfort for Fiscal Year 2015-2016.
Purpose: The purpose of this Ordinance is to appropriate revenue to be received and expended by the City of Frankfort for Fiscal Year 2015-2016 in accordance with the budget submitted and approved by its adoption. 

Background:  The proposed General Fund budget summary is:

General Fund Receipts                                     $33,211.2K

General Fund Expenditures                              $33,185.7K

Excess Receipts-2015-16 (Deficit)                   $       25.5K

Prior Year Reserves-Storm Water                    $     500.0K

Total Excess (Deficit)                                        $ -   474.5K

The General Fund Budget meets five of the goals and objectives of the Board of Commissioners:

· Structurally balanced budget (current year surplus of $25.5K).

· Includes bonding for Aquatic Center financing. 

· Includes employee COLA to improve work climate.

· Elimination of four full-time employees in an effort to improve efficiency standards.

· Reduce overall personnel cost as a percentage of budget to 69.6% (Below 70.0%).

· Budget contains various other goals and objectives as established by the Commission.

As stated above, the General Fund Budget is a structurally balanced budget with no increases in fees and taxes. The budget is inclusive of an employee COLA increase proposed by management of 1.50% effective for the July 17, 2015 pay date and a 1% increase effective for the January 15, 2016 pay date.

Financial Analysis: The impact of the employee COLA is approximately $450K ($400K General Fund and $50K Sewer). The above increase will be off-set by the elimination of four employees and the reduction of pension rates.

A Resolution regarding a finance contract for the purpose of procuring “outdoor warning sirens.”

	

	Purpose:   The purpose of this agenda item is to obtain authorization for the Mayor to execute a
lease-purchase agreement between the City of Frankfort and Government Capital Corporation
(“GCC”) whereby the City will lease 15 siren systems for use in the City of Frankfort/Franklin
County outdoor warning siren system, and authorization to sign all related documents, including a
Memorandum of Agreement between the City and the County, and a Resolution authorizing the
Mayor to sign the lease-purchase agreement. 

Fifteen (15) of the sirens for the City/County outdoor warning siren system need to be replaced. 
Replacement parts are no longer available for these sirens, as they are at least 30 years old.
Alert Notification Systems has provided a price of $337,969.50 for the purchase of the 15 sirens,
associated equipment and turnkey installation (“Siren Systems). This price is 10% less than the
state bid price and is a sole provider contract. The 15 Siren Systems would be compatible with
the outdoor warning system Frankfort/Franklin County now use.

The purchase of the Siren Systems will be financed through a 10-year lease purchase agreement
with GCC. Ten (10) of the Siren Systems will be located in Franklin County (outside the City’s
boundaries) and five (5) of the Siren Systems will be located within the City. Accordingly, the
County and the City have agreed to share the cost of the purchase of the Siren Systems based
on their locations (County - $27,614.79 per year and City - $13,807.40 per year).  A 
Memorandum of Agreement setting forth the agreement has been prepared.


	Financial Analysis:  The turnkey bid price was $337,969.50.  This price was 10% less than the state bid price as compared.  This is a sole provider contract.  Since EM is trying to move forward with this project as quickly as possible there will be two lease purchase payments in the same fiscal year.  The final payment on the electronics upgrade from 7 years ago due in December of 2015 for $16,626.70 (of this amount the County reimburses $11,084.46 and it is in the current EM budget for the coming budget year) and the new annual lease/purchase agreement payment of $41,422.19 (which the County reimburses $27,614.79).  This leaves the EM budget with an unbudgeted deficit of $13,807.40.  EM will try to cover as much of this deficit as possible from funds not spent this budget year and next.  After discussions with the City’s Director of Finance, EM may need to ask for a budget amendment to cover remaining costs due to two lease /purchase payments in the same fiscal year.  After the next budget cycle there should be sufficient time to allow for the payment adjustment to be made.  The first payment is due one year after the lease purchase contract is signed (appears to be April or May of this year).  The County has approved reimbursement of $27,614.79 annually until the contract is paid off.

To authorize the Mayor’s signing of the Customer Service Agreements and all related documents between Republic Services and the City of Frankfort providing Republic with the exclusive right to collect and dispose of all of the non-hazardous solid waste material generated by the Parks and Recreation Department for a period of three years beginning on March 1, 2015.  The cost of the service is $1,250.00 per month (Parks and Recreation).  

Background:  The City of Frankfort Parks and Recreation Department requires dumpster services at its park facilities.  Accordingly, it has negotiated the attached agreements with Republic Services, to provide the dumpsters at its parks.  The cost of the service is $1,250.00 per month.  

Financial Analysis:  The City will be required to pay the amount of $1,250.00 per month during the three year term of the contract.  The contract is now on State Bid Contract, which excludes fuel and environmental fees as well as a lower monthly price on each unit thus resulting in an approximate savings of $4,500 per year on waste management.  Monies are available in different divisions ranging from Division 80 to Division 87 from Account No. 100-53250 (maintenance and repairs).

To authorize approval of a Purchase Order to Straeffer Pump & Supply Inc. for the purchase of two Aurora Solids Handling Pumps to replace the current Return Activated Sludge (RAS) pumps at the WWTP, and authorize the Mayor to sign all documents associated with the purchase (Sewer Department).
Purpose:  The purpose of this item to approve a Purchase Order for two new Return Activated Sludge (RAS) pumps from Straeffer Pump & Supply Inc. to replace the pumps that have failed and authorize the Mayor to sign all documents associated with the purchase.

Background:  The City of Frankfort Wastewater Treatment Plant operates with an activated sludge process.  One of the key components to this process is the Return Activated Sludge (RAS).  The RAS is pumped off of the bottom of the clarifiers into the influent stream where it is mixed with raw wastewater which encourages bacteria growth and treatment.  The plant is designed to operate with 3 RAS pumps and to have a fourth for backup.  We are currently operating with two pumps both of which have been replaced in the past three years.  The pumps were installed when the current plant was constructed in 1981 and parts are no longer available.  Since then we have upgraded the flow design to the plant from 6.6 MGD to 9.9MGD.  With the replacement of these two pumps we will have the system at full capacity to allow for proper operation of the plant.  

The Purchase Order is recommended to be awarded to Straeffer Pump & Supply Inc. who is the sole representative for Aurora Pumps in our area.  The Department reached out to several other Aurora Pump suppliers to get a quote but they would not quote the pumps due to territory arrangements.  While other RAS pumps are available, the Department is replacing the existing pumps with the same manufacturer to eliminate the cost of completely tearing out the existing pump pedestals and piping and replacing to match the bolt patterns and piping configuration of replacement pumps of a different manufacturer.
Financial Analysis: The cost per pump is $28,985.00 for a total cost of $57,970.00 and funding is available in Account No. 200-68-53250.  This account has $100,000 budgeted and as of February 28, $40,353 has been expensed and encumbered.

To authorize award of a contract to Todd Johnson Contracting Inc. for construction of the Kentucky Avenue Interceptor Project, and authorize the Mayor to sign all documents associated with the contract (Sewer Department).
Purpose: The purpose of this item is to consider the award of a contract to Todd Johnson Contracting Inc. for construction of the Kentucky Avenue Interceptor Project and authorize the Mayor to sign all documents associated with the contract.  

Background: The City of Frankfort’s Wastewater Treatment Plant is currently fed by two sewer lines beneath Kentucky Avenue that transports the majority of the flow for the City to the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  One line is a 27 inch Vitrified Clay Pipe that was installed in the mid 1950’s and the other is a Reinforced Concrete Pipe that varies from 36-inch to 48-inch diameter that was installed in the early 1980’s.  Both of these pipes are showing severe structural defects and are in need of major work.  The Kentucky Avenue Interceptor Project will install approximately 4,600 feet of 48-inch diameter pipe in a new route to replace the 1950’s era 27-inch diameter clay pipe so that it can be abandoned.  Additionally the Reinforced Concrete Pipe will be upsized to a minimum of 42-inch diameter and the remaining 48-inch pipe will be rehabilitated to extend the usable life.

The engineer, Strand Associates, is recommending the project be awarded to Todd Johnson Contracting Inc. who is the lowest responsible bidder with a total bid of $ 3,064,981.32, which included a base bid of $2,441,541.56 and an additive alternate bid of $623,439.76.  Bids were received on March 19, 2015 and 5 bids were received, the remaining bids were Norris Brothers Excavating for $2,373,764.14, Lagco for $3,754,711.00,Twin States Utilities for $4,366,871.00 and Cleary Construction for $5,085,424.00 - the engineers estimate was $3,200,000.  

Norris Brothers Excavating bid was significantly lower than the engineer’s estimate and they have written a letter (Attached) requesting to withdraw their bid due to a mathematical error in preparing their bid.  The Sewer Department agrees with engineer’s recommendation of Todd Johnson Contracting as the lowest responsible bidder.

This project is being funded by a State Revolving Fund Loan from Kentucky Infrastructure Authority in the amount of $4,905,000 for 20 years at an interest rate of 1.75%.

Financial Analysis: Funding is available in Account No. 300.68.54390.  This account has $12,005,000 budgeted and as of February 28, $1,337,496 has been expensed and encumbered.

Purpose: To approve Change Order #1 to the contract to Smith Contractors, Inc. for construction of a new pump station and approximately 630-feet of 12-inch force main and to authorize the Mayor to sign all documents related to the project. 

Background:  The Sewer Department received bids on April 24, 2014 for the construction of a new pump station at the entrance to Two Creeks Subdivision and approximately 630-feet of 12-inch force main along Country Lane and Smith Contractors was the lowest responsible bidder.  The pump station under construction will replace the existing pump station that was brought on line in February 1983.  The existing station has surpassed its 20 year design life and during heavy rains in July 2013 water infiltrated the pump station, shorted out the electrical system and the Sewer Department has been using a temporary bypass pump since that rain event.

This project will mitigate two SSO’s for the Consent Judgment.

Change Order #1 is a time only extension due to the bad weather over this last winter.  The delay due to weather conditions has been determined to be 20 days and will extend the contract to May 10, 2015.
Financial Analysis: Funding is available in Account No. 300-68-54390.  This account has $12,005,000 budgeted and as of February 28, $1,337,496 has been expensed and encumbered.

To award a contract to Hydromax USA, LLC to provide Flow Monitoring Services in the sanitary sewer system, and authorize the Mayor to sign all related documents (Sewer Department).
Purpose: The purpose of this item is to consider awarding a contract to Hydromax USA, LLC to provide Flow Monitoring Services in the sanitary sewer system and authorize the Mayor to sign all related documents.

Background:  The Frankfort Sewer Department recently sent a request for proposals to 5 pre-qualified firms to provide Flow Monitoring Services for a network of forty (40) flow monitors.  Only 1 response was received from Hydromax USA, LLC, the other 4 firms declined to submit a proposal.

The contract services are to be utilized system wide and will include flow monitoring of the sewer system in areas that have had, or are targeted to have, infiltration and inflow (I&I) rehabilitation.  This will aid the Sewer Department in determining the effectiveness of various I&I techniques utilized to date and help to prioritize areas based on their relative I&I contributions.  Further the flow monitoring data collected will be used in the sanitary sewer system model under development by the Sewer Department.  This model will also aid in the prioritization of rehabilitation based on locations, frequency and duration of predicted Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSOs) under various wet weather conditions and in determining flow contributions to the combined sewer system and ultimately to the downstream Combined Sewer Overflows (CSOs) affected by the wet weather inputs from the separate sanitary sewer system. 

This project will help to identify and allow the Sewer Department to mitigate any remaining SSOs and support/defend the conclusion that elimination has been achieved under the definition provided by the KDOW to comply with the Consent Judgment.  Further it will assist in determining the level of build out remaining to achieve the goals of the Long Term Control Plan (LTCP) required under the Consent Judgment, after the completion of the last 4-5 years of system upgrades.  The Sewer Department also believes that this Flow Monitoring Contract has the potential of saving significant money in the final design of projects necessary to meet the requirements of the LTCP.
Contract services shall consist of comprehensive database management for sewer system flow data to include at a minimum, the collection, analysis, storage, retrieval and reporting of flow data, as required by the Sewer Department.  This flow monitoring effort is anticipated to last 12 consecutive months.  We received one response from Hydromax USA which included two alternate bid prices, one with manually downloaded meters for $413,000.00 and one with telemetered meters for $399,100.00.  The Sewer Department is requesting a contract be awarded for the proposed amount of $399,100.00 and include approval to amend the contract, at the City’s discretion and upon agreement of both parties, to extend the contract up to a maximum of one-third of the original contract should the Sewer Department not obtain adequate data during the initial 12 month contract.

To authorize a purchase order with Teledyne Instruments, Inc. for the purchase of flow monitoring equipment for in-house flow monitoring, and authorize the Mayor to sign all documents related to the purchase (Sewer Department).
Purpose: The purpose of this item is to consider authorizing a purchase order to Teledyne Instruments, Inc. for the purchase of flow monitoring equipment for in-house flow monitoring and authorize the Mayor to sign all documents related to the purchase.

Background:  The Sewer Department is required by permit to monitor Combined Sewer Overflows (CSOs) for duration, volume and frequency of discharge and to report these values monthly to the State and Federal EPA through the submission of Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMR’s).  Further the Sewer Department’s Long Term Control Plan (LTCP) is anticipated to be approved this calendar year.  As such a more accurate basis of design for LTCP projects will be needed beyond the accuracy needed for conceptual plans to determine the most cost effective sizing of the conceptual designs in the LTCP.  Finally, to be released from the Consent Judgment which drives the LTCP, compliance with the CSO control policy must be demonstrated by the Sewer Department, showing that 85% by volume of the combined sewage collected in the Combined Sewer System (CSS) during precipitation events on a system-wide annual average basis has been captured or treated.  All of the above efforts requires flow monitoring equipment.

The Sewer Department currently has thirteen Telog flow monitors to monitor the quantity of combined sewage discharged from CSOs.  However an additional sixteen sites are to be monitored in-house, in parallel to the project being undertaken by Hydromax USA.  While the Hydromax Flow Monitoring Services focus mainly on I&I removal within the Separate Sanitary System and the reduction of SSOs, the in-house flow monitoring will focus on the input boundaries between combined sewer basins and the separate sewer basins as well as storm water removal that was once a portion of the combined sewage flows.  Both efforts will support final development of the system wide sewers to use for management decisions and as the basis of design for water quality improvement projects in the LTCP. 

`Additionally, the Sewer Department needs to begin assessment of private systems that discharge into the public sewer system.  Some of the flow meters purchased will be utilized to monitor the private systems and the discharge from the private systems will be compared to water usage to determine private systems that are contributing significant inflow and infiltration (I&I).  Elimination of I&I from the publicly owned system without addressing private systems fails to solve the problems within the system.  

After salvaging any and all components available for flow monitoring equipment it has been determined that 7 additional battery modules, 8 additional area velocity sensors and 5 additional scissor ring kits will be needed to complete flow monitoring setups for the sixteen additional sites being monitored in-house.  The cost for this additional equipment is $42,526.00 including shipping and handling.  A Purchase Order would be generated in the amount not to exceed $50,000, which should be adequate for the replacement flow monitoring hardware and software as components fail due to age.

Financial Analysis: Funding is available in Account No. 300.68.54390.  This account has $12,005,000 budgeted and as of February 28, $1,337,496 has been expensed and encumbered.

Purpose:  To authorize entering into a contract with Precision Concrete Cutting (PCC) to provide ADA sidewalk repair services for City public sidewalks in an amount not to exceed $19,900 and authorize the Mayor to sign all documents related to the project.

Background:  City Sidewalk Policy 2010 requires updated mapping and removal of sidewalk trip hazards.  The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990 defines a ‘trip hazard’ as any vertical change of over 1/4 inch or more at any joint or crack.  Public Works’ staff can address trip hazards less than 1/2-inch thick through grinding.  PCC will provide an updated survey of sidewalk conditions, the removal of trip hazards between 1/2-inch and 2-inches through a patented saw cutting process, and documentation and locations of completed repairs.  Contracting with PCC for repair services provides Public Works with a method to remove taller panel trip hazards without having to remove and replace otherwise sound sidewalk material.

Phase 1 will target sidewalks in sections of Downtown while future projects may address the remainder of Downtown, South Frankfort, and residential neighborhoods.  According to estimates, repair of trip hazards with PCC’s process will cost approximately 1/3 that of full sidewalk replacement for the same linear footage of sidewalks – a savings of approximately $60,000 in Phase 1 alone.  PCC’s saw cut repairs could be completed within 10 days, where full sidewalk replacement would take an estimated 2 months.  Sidewalk panels that cannot be repaired through this process are identified in the Condition Survey for future in-house or contracted replacement.
Financial Analysis:  No Bid was solicited for this project, as Phase 1 will cost less than the $20,000 threshold.  Moreover, due to this product’s patented equipment and process, PCC is a Sole Source vendor for their particular type of repair work.  Funds for this project are available in the Municipal Aid Account (Account No. 535-00-51100).
