CEREMONIAL ITEMS
Two City of Frankfort firefighters were promoted.  Josh Kyle was promoted from Sergeant to Captain and Alan Jaques was promoted from Firefighter II /Paramedic to Sergeant.  Mayor May and Chief Eddie Slone offered congratulations to each firefighter for their accomplishments and thanked their families for continued support.
CITIZENS COMMENTS

Leah and Lucas Ritter were recognized by the Mayor.  Lucas Ritter is an Eagle Scout with Troop 227 and is providing new landscaping at the Red Cross downtown in the front garden as his Eagle Scout project.  The Commission wished Lucas the best of luck with his project.  

Eric Burke, a citizen of Frankfort stated he did not like the changes of citizen’s comments at the beginning of the agenda since it doesn’t give citizen’s the opportunity to speak on each item of concern.  Mr. Burke said he was not in favor of merger of City and County governments.  The citizens voted no to merger approximately 10 years ago and continue to feel strongly against merger.  Mr. Burke also asked that the Commission to share their plans regarding Holmes Street with the property owners.  The proposal that was brought to the Commission a few years ago regarding a four lane highway should have been considered rather than the studies and concept plans. 
ORDINANCES


Police/Fire Eligibility Lists
SECOND READING:  The Commission approved of a request amending Sections 40.21.C.1 (Police Department Original Appointments) and 40.22.C.1 (Fire Department Original Appointments) of the City of Frankfort Code of Ordinances.  The Police and Fire Departments have rigorous, time intensive application processes that result in the compilation of eligibility lists which rank prospective hires.  Once the eligibility list is compiled, candidates must still successfully complete medical, psychological, polygraph, drug screen, and background checks in order to be selected.  Therefore, it is not unusual for a candidate to be placed on the eligibility list and then be determined not to be suitable for appointment as additional examinations continue. The City’s current process limits the Police Chief and Fire Chief to selecting recruits from those with the highest 5 scores on the eligibility list. This limitation causes eligibility lists to become defunct prematurely.  The amendment will allow Police and Fire Chiefs to use eligibility list more fully by excluding any candidates who have been passed over five or more times from the group with the highest five scores.  

Darby Shire Circle Closing Request 

FIRST READING: The Commission heard the First Reading of a request from the Franklin County Fiscal Court the City of Frankfort to close a portion of Darby Shire Circle located off of US 127 in River Bend Subdivision, Franklin County, Kentucky so that it can complete the construction of the driveway to the County’s new fire station to be built on Darby Shire Circle. The Ordinance is scheduled to have its Second Reading on April 25, 2016.

ORDERS
Electronic Check Signing 

The Commission authorized a request from the Finance Department to electronically sign checks and other documents. The City Finance Department currently manually stamps checks and other documents in order to process and negotiate same.  This process is time consuming, inefficient and not an effective internal control.  The accounting firm of Charles T. Mitchell recently completed the audit for the City of Frankfort, and included Internal Controls and Suggestions for Improvement in the audit, and one of the suggestions for improvement was for the City to utilize an automated stamping process.   The Ordinance is scheduled to have its Second Reading on April 25, 2016.

RESOLUTIONS
Glenns Creek KIA Assistance

The Commission authorized the Mayor to execute and submit an application through the Kentucky Energy and Environment Cabinet and the Kentucky Infrastructure Authority with such assurances and required supporting data as is necessary to obtain loan assistance from the Federally Assisted Wastewater Revolving Fund (State Revolving Loan Program) for proposed wastewater treatment facilities improvements, and to authorize the Mayor as the City of Frankfort’s Official Project Representative to carry out necessary negotiations for and administer the loan assistance the applicant may obtain from the Federally Assisted Wastewater Revolving Fund (State Revolving Loan Program).
Department of Transportation (DOT) FAST Grants

The Commission authorized two Resolutions for the filing of a 2016 Fixing America’s Surface Transportation Act (FAST) Grant to fund the City’s transit system.  The City will apply for operational funding and capital funding.  Operational funding will fund continued services for the transit system.  Capital funding requests includes the purchase vans and buses and accessories.  Operational funds require a 50/50 match and capital funds require an 80/20 match.  

Support for Kentucky State University

The Commission passed a Resolution supporting Kentucky State University.
CONSENT CALENDAR
Items below were on the March Consent Calendar and are considered to be routine by the Board of Commissioners.  These items were enacted by one motion and one vote.  
Purchase Award for Excavator
The Commission authorized a purchase award to Wayne Supply Company for one Caterpillar 305.5E2 Excavator and related accessories, surplus the Sewer Departments Case Excavator to be used as a trade-in.
ASAPFish Contract Modification
The Commission authorized a Contract Modification with Advancing Sustainable Aquaculture Performance for Fish (ASAPFish) to utilize an excess Bio Unit at the Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP) for an experimental program to develop a commercial model to optimize production and survival of aquaculture species in wastewater effluent.
Sewer Extension on Allen Way
The Commission authorized a sewer extension contract with WWW Properties, LLC for a proposed sewer extension to serve Tract B on Allen Way in Franklin County. 
Surplus Treadmill
The Commission authorized the Police Department to surplus two TRUE PS 1100 Treadmills which have met their useful life.  The department received a quote from Scheller’s Fitness to allow a trade in allowance of $500.00 per treadmill (total of $1,000.00) on the purchase of 2 new treadmill’s.  The 2 older treadmills’ (TRUE PS 1100) have become worn and are no longer suitable for our use.  These treadmills were purchased in 2009, making them approximately 7 years old.  The estimated cost to repair the units is beyond keeping the units serviceable, therefore the request to declare the units surplus.  The trade in for new treadmills will assist officers in compliance with mandatory fitness standards (F.M.C. 40.06) for Public Safety.
Surplus Vehicles
The Commission authorized the Police Department to declare a total of Twelve (12) vehicles, nine (9) Ford Crown Victorias, one (1) Ford Expedition, and their equipment surplus to approve trade of these surplus vehicles to Paul Miller Ford for credit toward the purchase of a budgeted new unmarked vehicle or up-fitting for budgeted newly purchased patrol vehicles. With the remaining two vehicles, one (1) Chevrolet and one (1) GMC to be sold at the city auction for state asset forfeiture funds.  
Brownfield Assessment Properties
The Commission authorized to approve sites for Brownfield Assessments utilizing Brownfield grant funds.
Recycling Grant Submission
The Commission authorized the submission of a 2016/2017 Recycling Grant application to the Kentucky Division of Waste Management for costs related to recycling such as compactor, Printing/and Educational materials and funds to hire an intern to create and present Recycling curriculum.  
MOU With Learning for Life
The Commission authorized the signing of an Annual Memorandum of Understanding with the Learning for Life, a fire explorer’s program. The Exploring Program is part of Learning for Life’s education resources program.  Learning for Life provides the support service necessary to help the participating organizations succeed in administering an Exploring Program.  The program foundation is the same as the current Police Explorers program, except firefighter skills and concepts will be included mentoring program.  These services include year-round training techniques and methods for selecting quality leaders, program resources, and primary liability insurance to cover the participating organization, its board, officers, and employees against all personal liability judgements arising from official Exploring Program activities.  
Ambulance Surplus
The Commission authorized the Fire Department to sale or surplus of two (2) ambulances.  Ambulance #1 is a 2003 Wheeled Coach/Ford with 122,757 miles, VIN 1FDXE45P56HA45356.  Ambulance #2 is a 2008 Wheeled Coach/International Ford with 93,169 miles, VIN1FDXE45P38DA42935.  The ambulances were taken out of service this month.  Although older units with more miles remain in the fleet, the motors in these two ambulances are of a poor design and have continuously failed.  The decision to surplus was made in cooperation with Fleet Superintendent Mike Chapman.  

PVA Payment

The Commission authorized payment to the Property Valuation Administrator (PVA) for 2015-2016 City of Frankfort Property Tax Assessments in the amount of $40,000.00.

2016 Ford F550 Purchase

The Commission authorized the purchase of 2016 Ford F550 Super Duty Chassis Cab Dump Truck for the Streets Division of the Public Works Department from Crossroads Ford Lincoln, Inc.

Holmes Street Concept Plan

The Commission authorized a contract with Integrated Engineering, PLLC for services to produce a detailed concept plan for possible improvements to the Holmes Street corridor.

ADA Sidewalk Repair

The Commission authorized a contract with Precision Concrete Cutting (PCC) to provide ADA sidewalk repair services for City public sidewalks in an amount not to exceed $19,900.00.

E-Scrap Contract

The Commission authorized a contract for Recycling of Electronic Material (eScrap) to Ross and Ross, LLC.  The Solid Waste Division conducts an eScrap drop off collection service at the Rouse Avenue warehouse.  The City of Frankfort advertised a Request for Proposals for a company to collect the eScrap material on site.  These materials will be recycled for their components and metals.  The company chosen will supply the necessary boxes and pallets needed for collection and storage of the material. The City will not have to pay any shipping or processing fees and will not receive any compensation for the material.

OLD BUSINESS

Oracle Development  - Removed 
Library Extension
The Commission authorized the Mayor to sign a Memorandum of Agreement, and any other related documents, authorizing the Franklin County Public Library District to use a portion of the City’s parking lot behind the Paul Sawyier Public Library as a staging area during the construction of its new addition. 
Approval CTAA Recommendation – Removed 
Devils Hollow Road 

The Commission approved a “not to exceed” cost share amount for the maintenance repairs to Devil’s Hollow Road.  Devil’s Hollow Road was damaged last April during a rainfall event.  There is an existing City/County agreement for the maintenance of this road.  An application is on file with FEMA for reimbursement of the cost of the maintenance repairs however it is unknown at this time as to whether FEMA will approve the application.

If the road is to be reopened there is a need to conduct the necessary work to prevent further damage.  The City and County governing bodies have met to discuss various cost sharing options. 

Goals/Action Items 

The Commission had a brief discussion and approved Goals/Action Items for 2016. 
Commissioner Roach requested to place the “Old Y” building for discussion at the April 11th Work Session. 

Commissioner Roach requested to discuss a point system for City employees who live in the City at the April 11th Work Session. 

Commissioner Roach suggested a Special Meeting regarding the budget at 3 pm on April 11th prior to the regular scheduled Work Session at 5 pm.  Any questions about the budget should be discussed with the City Manager or Finance Director prior to the Special Meeting in order to move the meeting along.   
Commissioner Roach requested the status on various Frankfort Plant Board issues.  Rob Moore, City Attorney is working on the items and will advise the Commission once completed. 
Commissioner Bowers was contacted by a citizen regarding a water problem at Lyons Drive and McKenzie Avenue.  Tom Bradley, Director Public Works stated the problem is due to a sump pump emptying into the street.  The Street Department is addressing the issue. 

Commissioner Sower wanted to confirm that Terri Bradshaw with KCDC will be on the April 11th Work Session Agenda to speak about Infill.  Also, Terri Bradshaw along with Tim Zisoff, City Manager will speak on Business Incentives. 

Commissioner Sower asked for the status on Blanton Landing.  Tim Zisoff, City Manager stated it is in this year’s budget. 

Commissioner Sower requested that the Commission review the Ordinance regarding trash carts.  Commissioner Sower does not agree with citizens being able to change trash carts only in January and July.  Mayor May said the Commission could look at the Ordinance, however, any changes would require an amendment.  
Commissioner Bowers stated that the City/County merger originated during another Commission and the public should not get excited.  Elected officials are there to support the citizens who elected them into office.  Commissioner Bowers is not leading the charge to merger.  
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
